SYLLABUS

Course description: This course will give emphasis to all of the four skills (reading,
writing, listening and speaking) in Italian vis-a-vis our reading and discussion of Italo
Calvino's novel, Marcovaldo, and review of the main points of Italian grammar. Course
requirements include midterm and final exams, seven written compositions, frequent
homework assignments and a daily journal. Regular class attendance and participation is
expected. In the syllabus that follows DC = Da Capo, while M= Marcovaldo. [Square
brackets indicate homework assignments.]
